challenge how Thurlstone embeds everything from
safeguarding and behaviour, to new curricula, to health and
safety procedures. We also have a duty to support staff
wellbeing and development, to ensure everyone’s experience
of, and contribution to, school life is as positive as possible.
Staff frequently go above and beyond their main classroom
duties, which contributes to the warm and positive culture
around school. We'd like to share some insights from our
visits, to showcase what our amazing staff do for our
amazing children.

Recently, Mr Peace and Mr Hughes have undertaken
additional responsibilities through “Teaching and Learning
Resource” (TLR) initiatives. Mr Peace’s TLR focuses on
behaviour, wellbeing and inclusion around school, supporting
children to be respectful and kind, as well as being more
aware of others’ needs. This formally extends what Mr Peace
was already doing beyond his own classroom setting,
particularly around wellbeing and neurodivergence. Mr
Hughes’ TLR focuses on assessment and, like Mr Peace, also
inclusion. Assessment is an important gauge of learning
progress and it is important that we challenge this across all
groups of children. He is also working hard with our year 6
pupils to prepare them for secondary school, having stepped
into that role at extremely short notice last year.
